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Special issue: The Climate Crisis

Guest editors: Kajsa-Stina Benulic, Karin Edberg & Karin Gustafsson

As the world has come to experience an increase in extreme weather events such as wildfires, floods,
and rapid shifts in temperature due to climate changes, the climate has been reinforced as a topic of
increased relevance. From having been mainly about avoiding severe climate change, the IPCC's latest
reports signal that we are now in the middle of a climate crisis, which humans have unequivocally
contributed to. This raises questions about how we go about living in, contributing to, and managing
this crisis — as citizens, politicians, business representatives, and researchers. Therefore, the climate is
an issue that must be tackled with sociological tools. The question is no longer if sociology can
contribute, but how.

In an international comparison, the Nordic countries have set ambitious climate targets. For example,
the Swedish goals of becoming the world's first fossil-free welfare state with no net emissions of
greenhouse gases by 2045. At the same time, voices are being raised that not enough is done to
translate the goals into practical or political action. How can sociology contribute to understanding
and solving the climate crisis? What is the role of sociology in understanding and managing the societal
challenges that are caused by a changing climate? With a special issue on Climate Crisis, we want to
spark the sociological debate on these issues and highlight environmental sociology as a natural part
of the journal Sociologisk Forskning.

For this special issue, we are calling for current, critical, and research-based articles that in various
ways, by using a sociological perspective, increase our understanding of the climate crisis as a social
crisis and vice versa. However, we also welcome other types of texts on the same theme, such as book
reviews (preferably of newly published doctoral dissertations) and research notes.

Contributions may include, but are not limited to:

e Climate crisis, gender, and power

e Unequal and racialized consequences of the climate crisis

e (In)voluntary adjustments of consumption patterns/mobility/energy use
e Local responses to global climate-induced problems

e Climate/energy/environment/mobility justice

e From climate change to climate crisis

e (Critical perspectives on the relation between questions of environment and climate
e Strategies of adaptation and mitigation

e Social movements in the climate crisis

e The relationship between private, political, and voluntary actors

e Knowledge and expertise in the climate crisis

e (Un)sustainable urban planning

e Climate policy and climate governance

Manuscripts can be written in Swedish, Norwegian, Danish, or English. We welcome empirical as well
as theoretical texts from both junior and senior researchers. Articles should be between 4 000 —



10 000 words and book reviews 700 — 1 500 words. All articles undergo double-blind peer review. For
further author instructions and information please visit www.sociologiskforskning.se.

The selection process is conducted in two stages. The deadline for extended abstracts (up to 2 000
words, including aim, methodological and theoretical framework, tentative results and conclusions as
applicable to the chosen text form) is May 1, 2023. Abstracts should be sent to karin.edberg@liu.se.
For the contributions that proceed, the deadline for full-length texts is September 1, 2023. Submission
is at that point done via the journal's website. The issue is planned for December 2023/January 2024.
